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U Progress of new information and communication technologies, such as the Internet and the multimedia environment,
brings a great change in our society and its education system. The Japanese government plans to extend the Internet
connectivity to all the schools (42,000) until 2001. Furthermore, the new national curriculum (Course of Study) will start at
2002, which introduces a new keyword "INFORMATION" in both the contents of learning and the method of education.
However, such a great change in our education system induces confusion and anxiety among many teachers.

The purpose of this symposium, "Forum on K-12 Education and the Internet '99" subtitled "-- the Internet and
Information Ethics --", is to organize well experienced teachers on the information and communication technologies, and
to support the new comers of this land of the Infomedia Education. Our main focus is the dark side of the educational use
of the Internet, in relation with, privacy, piracy, safety, data security, data integrity, competence, honesty, loyalty and
fairness. We usually call them as "Information Ethics" and the main theme of the symposium is the "Information Ethics
Education".

The starting point of our discussion is to show the pilot curriculums along which our members teach in their classroom,
and also we have some lectures of professional researchers. We would appreciate the exciting discussions between our
members and the audience of the symposium. We are looking forward to seeing you all.
